Introduction to Carter’s Place
The Purpose of the film is to inspire inner-city males ages 9 to 13 to believe in themselves. By producing “Carter’s Place,” an animated futuristic funk fantasy, young males will see positive images of characters which represent their age group, thereby, believing that they too can achieve great things.

Carter’s Place, LLC (the “Company”) is a limited liability company formed to finance, produce, market and distribute the feature animated film, Carter’s Place (the “Film”), or the same film using any subsequent title.  The Film is a music filled city run by a lone African American family in the largest mutant, humanoid colony built in the stratosphere. Following the story structure of The Princess Bride, combined with the adventurous elements of Finding Nemo and introducing two furry creatures designed to tickle the funny bone ala the squirrel Scrat in Ice Age, enjoy being swept away on a journey of discovery, danger and determination to save what’s most important in a young boy’s life - family.

Marketing and Distribution

We started building an audience through film festivals and PBS. Phantom – was our first short and was produced by Sandra Evers Manly and the Black Hollywood Education and Resource Center in Los Angeles. They run a series of film festivals where Carter’s Place could be showcased.

Our current short, Everything Obsolete promotes volunteerism. The project was picked up by PBS and is being produced by The National Black Programming Consortium. Given these relationships, Carter’s Place will have many interested parties once completed. 
Character Licensing – Building towards a Franchise

Selling the ancillary rights to Carter’s Place will be an added bonus for generating revenue. Long term, the characters will be used to tell additional stories of adventure.
Budget and Scheduling

The production budget for Carter’s Place is $6Million. It is estimated that it will take two years to produce Carter’s Place.  This schedule is a bit more aggressive than other animation feature film productions. We feel we can do this as we have spent a good deal of time in Development.  

Projections and ROI

Our goal is to return initial investment first and also provide investors with the first 10% of profits. Thereafter, profits will be split between investors and project managers 50/50.
